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Go through the entire packing list and make sure that you have all of the required
equipment. This will help to make the entire trip more pleasant and fun for
everyone.

KITCHEN APPLIANCES - Propane really could be on the REQUIRED List, but a
group could do their cooking over an open fire. With Fire Restrictions, Safety
Concerns, and Scarcity of Firewood, it is strongly suggested to at least have
Propane as your back up.
